Stylists Questions & Answers 

Q. What kind of cut is best for short 
hair?  

It’s definitely case by case, depending on 
hair density, texture and face shape. If 

you have really thick, coarse hair, super 
short is usually a really good way to go, 
like a pixie. You just have to get it cut 
regularly, usually every 4-6 weeks. If 

you have fine hair, you have more 
options but it depends on your face 

shape. A longer grown-out version of a 
pixie, somewhere between a shag and a 
pixie is great on a variety of people. A 
graduated bob is another great cut for 
almost anybody. Short cuts accentuate
